Created in July 1990, the National Education Goals Panel is a bipartisan body consisting of an
equal number of Republicans and Demacrats from the federa and state levels of government. The
Panel is made up of eight governors, four members of Congress, four state legidators and two
members appointed by the President. The eight National Education Goals call for greater levels of:
student achievement; high school completion; teacher education and professional development;
parental participation in the schools; adult literacy and lifelong learning; and safe, disciplined, and
alcohol-and-drug-free schools. The Goals aso call for al children to be ready to learn by the time they
start school and for US students to be first in the world in mathematics and science achievement.
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
